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[bookmark: _Toc163651499]What does a restart notification indicate?
In general, the notification informs you that an update that requires a restart has been installed. The restart notification message allows you to select from the configured deferral times. A menu indicates how many deferrals are allowed and for how long a restart can be deferred. 
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Figure 01. Restart Notification Window
The deferral options are 1 hour, 8 hours, and 24 hours and the number of times you can select from the available hours is 6 times. 
For the example shown, if the number of deferrals is set to 6 then when the message appears the first time, you could select to defer 8 hours before the restart notification appears for the second time. Then you can decide if you need up to 5 more deferral before you want the device to restart. When the notification appears for the sixth time, the only option available is to select Reboot Now. If you just ignore this message, the system restarts automatically after 15 minutes.
Note: Five minutes prior to a restart, the system sends a final notification warning.

The notification duration is the amount of time a notification message is displayed to the user.

[bookmark: _Toc163651501]How restart deferral options work
Deferrals are the action of delaying a restart according to the configured deferral settings. After the restart deferral maximum is reached, the system will show only a "Reboot Now" or “Now” option and it will restart in 15 minutes if the message is closed or is not interacted with.
If you click the "Reboot Now" or “Now” option, the restart process is initiated, and the patch completes installation.
Note: The system will still send a five-minute warning notification to you if you have no restart deferrals remaining. 
[bookmark: _Toc163651502]Automatic Deferrals
You can decide to not acknowledge the restart notification. When you do not acknowledge any notification that is present for longer than the 60 minute notification duration, it is automatically deferred for the maximum deferral time option (24 hours). This also counts as one of the allowed number of deferrals. 
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
